4. Make sure you have the training you need 
(www.scworkforceinfo.com, click on “Education and 
Training Data”)

5. Search for that job (https://jobs.scworks.org)

Do you need training to get the right skills

for a good job? Where can you get training?
How much does it cost? How long will it 
take? Here’s how to find the answers to 

these questions:

1. Go to https://jobs.scworks.org
2. Scroll down to the “Special Services” drop 

down option located halfway down the page.
3. Go down to “Education and Training Data.”
4. Click on “Training and Education Programs.”
5. Pick the area where you want to get the 

training (a city, county, workforce area, or 
SC).

6. Type in a key word about the training you 
need. (Example: If you want to become a 
nurse, type in the key word “nursing.”)

7. Click on the program name to see more 
details about the training, including how long 
it is and the cost. Programs that have “WIOA” 
can be paid for by the government if you 
qualify.

8. Need to know more? Ask to talk to an SC
Works team member about training.
